(a) front boundary means the boundary of a site adjacent to the street. In the case of a corner
site, the front boundary is deemed to be the shorter of the two boundaries that are common
with the streets;

(b) rear boundary means the boundary of the site lying opposite the front boundary;
(c) side boundary means the boundaries of the site connecting the front and rear boundaries;

"building" includes anything constructed or placed on, in, over or under land but does not include a
highway or road or a bridge forming part of a highway or road;

“Cannabis” means cannabis plant, fresh cannabis, dried cannabis, cannabis oil and cannabis plant seeds
and any other substance defined as cannabis in the Cannabis Act (Canada) and its regulations, as amended
from time to time.

“Cannabis Accessory” means cannabis accessory as defined in the Cannabis Act (Canada) and its
regulations, as amended from time to time.

“Cannabis Retail Sales” means a retail store that is licensed by the Province of Alberta where Cannabis
and Cannabis Accessories are sold to individuals who attend at the premises. This use is subject to the
development standards in Section 4.18 of this Land Use Bylaw.

"commercial recreation and entertainment facility" means a facility or establishment which provides for
recreation or entertainment for a gain or a profit;

"contractor's yard" means the land or buildings of a general contractor, excavation contractor,
landscaping contractor, building contractor or similar where vehicles, equipment and materials are stored
or where a contractor performs maintenance, shop or assembly work;

"corner parcel" means and includes any lot which is adjacent to the intersection of two streets, the
intersection of two lanes, or the intersection of a street and a lane;

"Council" means the Council of the Village of Botha;
“day care facility” means a facility that provides care and supervision for seven (7) or more children for
more than three (3) but less than twenty-four (24) consecutive hours in each day that the facility is

operating, and is intended to be operated for at least twelve (12) consecutive weeks per year;

“deck” means an uncovered horizontal structure with a surface height greater than 0.6m (2.0 ft) above
grade at any point, and intended for use as a private outdoor space;

"detached dwelling" means a residential building containing one dwelling unit, which is physically
separate from any other residential building, and does not include a manufactured or modular home;

"development" means

(a) an excavation or stockpile and the creation of either of them,
